	Work using a Mobile Scaffold must be subject to a PERMIT TO WORK. Tower scaffolds must be inspected by a competent person before first use, after substantial alteration, and after any event likely to have affected its’ stability. If the tower remains erected in the same place for more than seven days, it should also be inspected at regular intervals (not exceeding seven days) and a written report must be made. Any faults found should be corrected.

	NOTE: The stability of any scaffold tower will be affected if it is:
· Used to hoist heavy materials or support rubbish chutes
· Sheeted and/or likely to be exposed to strong winds
· Climbed from the outside
· Loaded with heavy equipment or materials
· Used for operations involving heavy or awkward equipment, i.e. grit blasting, water-jetting, etc
In said cases, additional support or alternative height to base ratios may be required.
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
