· Monitor site access points to enable Social Distancing –the number of access points may change in order to prevent overcrowding
· All access systems that require skin contact such as fingerprint scanners, should be disabled
· All workers to wash and clean hands thoroughly before entering or leaving site.
· Thoroughly clean common contact surfaces in reception, office, access control and delivery areas, particularly during high traffic times, on a regular basis
· Reduce participants at site inductions and hold in an external setting if the weather permits
· Drivers should remain in their vehicles if the load will allow it and must clean their hands thoroughly before unloading goods
 and materials.

Transactions should be contactless wherever possible

· Crockery, eating utensils, cups etc. should not be provided

· There should be enhanced measures of cleaning taps when providing drinking water

· Tables should be cleaned thoroughly between each use

· All rubbish should be put straight in the bin by the owner only

· All areas used for eating must be thoroughly cleaned at the end of each break and shift, including all furniture and common touch points.

· Consider increasing the number or size of facilities available on site – According to the size of each facility, determine how many people
may safely use it at any one time to maintain social distancing
· Provide suitable and sufficient rubbish bins in these areas with regular emptying and disposal.

· Non-essential physical work that requires unavoidable close contact between workers should be suspended

· Work requiring skin-to-skin contact should be suspended

· Minimise contact between workers and subcontractors for all other tasks

· Re-usable PPE should be thoroughly cleaned after use and not shared between workers

· Stairs should be preferred to lifts or hoists

· Lower their capacity to prevent overcrowding and contact at all times

· Thoroughly clean common touch points, doors, buttons on a regular basis

· Increase ventilation in confined spaces

· Regularly clean vehicle interiors and between use by different operators.

· Door handles and push plates Handrails on staircases and corridors
·  Lift and hoist buttons
· Machinery and equipment controls
· Food preparation and eating surfaces
· Telephone equipment
· Keyboards, photocopiers and other IT equipment
· Rubbish collection and storage points should be increased and emptied frequently throughout and at the end of each day.

· Employees known to be in the at-risk category to follow government advice and take “particular care to minimise their social contact” at the very least. Such employees may have received communication to state that they must self- isolate for 12 weeks. Such conditions that encompass the at-risk category include:
· Pregnancy

· Old age (70 and above)

· Organ donors taking immunosuppressant medicine
· Chemotherapy or radiotherapy patients
· Blood or bone marrow cancer
· Severe chest conditions such as cystic fibrosis and asthma
